Recently we were on holiday in Spain and spent a day viewing the magnificent Alhambra
in Granada. Our Spanish guide, Oscar, explained that much of the building was done during
the 14th century when the Black Death or plague was raging in the rest of Europe, killing
about one third of the population. But the Moors, Oscar continued, kept on building the
wonderful Alhambra, as they were protected from the Black Death because they followed
the lslamic law of washing before their regular daily prayers.
